Course Description:

Math grade 6 is a course designed to introduce and develop new concepts which will prepare students for pre-algebra.  Students will be discovering concepts through collaborative investigations and then applying what they learn to practice problems.  This will help students understand the “why” behind math concepts and help them to retain information better from day-to-day and from year-to-year.
Topics to be covered:

Ratios and Proportional Relationships, Number Sense, Expressions and Equations, Geometry, Statistics and Variability.   Problem solving, mental math, and real-world applications will be stressed.  Students will learn to solve problems with AND without a calculator.

Classroom Expectations:


I expect you to come to class excited to learn and ready to actively participate in class everyday.  This means you need to:
1. Come to class on time and prepared with all materials.

2. Be in your assigned seat at the start of class.
3. Follow directions the first time they are given.
4. Listen to and cooperate with others.

CMS Grading Scale/Policy:
· Grades will be recorded in PowerSchool within 10 days of assignment due date.
· An initial score of zero will be recorded for assignments on which a student made no attempt or which is missing.  A 1 will be recorded for work missed due to absence.
· Absence – five days will be given to turn in work for full credit.
· Late/Missing – If a student was present and missing work, they have 5 days to earn 50% credit.  After 5 days, the maximum they can earn is 10% credit.
· 65% Formal Assessment - Announced tests, major quizzes, and projects.  
· All tests receiving a grade of < 84% will be eligible for a retest.  The student will need to arrange a time with the teacher for the retest.  The maximum grade on a retest is an 84%.  Requesting and scheduling a retest is the responsibility of the student.
· 35% Informal - Quizzes, class work, projects and homework.
Homework
You will receive homework on a daily basis.   A homework assignment is either complete or incomplete on the day it is due.  A complete assignment shows that every problem was attempted and all the work was shown and will earn a 10/10.  An incomplete assignment shows little or no effort toward one or more problems and will earn a 0/10.   You may have trouble with a homework problem, but I expect you to ATTEMPT the problem.  This will show me that you were thinking and using the skills we learned in class.  ALL WORK MUST BE SHOWN FOR FULL CREDIT.
Tutoring Times:  
I am available Tuesday mornings from 7:45 – 8:15 for extra assistance.   I will meet you at the front door of the school at 7:40.  Please come to tutoring with questions and topics that need improvement.  This is not a time to do your homework. This is a time to point out notes and/or homework problems you did not understand so I can help you.  This is also a great time to make up quizzes or tests that you have missed, take a retake or make test corrections.
